Resource Efficiency for Farmers (R4F):  aims to provide advice to highlight practical opportunities to improve resource use on farm, and ultimately help to increase profits through better management. 
Funded by the Rural Development Plan for England, and delivered by Business Link, the R4F project aims to help farm business improve their management and use of energy, water and inorganic waste.  
The project should help increase efficiency of resource use and improve profitability, as well reduce impact on the environment.  The project provides on-farm, tailored advice, with technical advice where relevant, and possibly a step towards the South West Agricultural Resource Management (SWARM) small capital grant scheme.

R4F is available to every farm in the South West and is open until 2013.  The project delivery consists of:

1. 
A free initial advisory farm visit with a written review and action plan. 
The aim of this is to identify practices and items which will deliver the 
greatest on-farm economic benefits and environmental returns.

2. 
If appropriate this initial visit will lead to signposting to the SWARM 
small capital grant fund

3.
Signposting to other parts of the RDPE, including Resource Efficiency 
for Farmers and Environmental Stewardship.
