Soils for Profit: working with farmers to help improve their soil, nutrient and manure management. 

Funded by the Rural Development Plan for England, and delivered by Business Link, the Soils for Profit (S4P) project aims to help farm business improve the management and use of their soils, nutrients and manures.  The project provides advice, training and demonstration, and where relevant, access to the South West Agricultural Resource Management (SWARM) small capital grant scheme.

S4P is available to every farm in the South West and is open until 2013.  The project delivery consists of:

1. 
A free initial advisory farm visit to discuss nutrient usage and identify possible 
opportunities for efficiencies.  Soils will be looked at to see if there is any 
compaction which can have an impact on nutrient use and root growth, 
possibly leading to reduced yield, run-off and flooding. The advice is tailored 
to the economic impact of the management of resources.

If appropriate this initial visit will lead to signposting to the SWARM small 
capital grant fund

Signposting to other parts of the RDPE, including Resource Efficiency for 
Farmers and Environmental Stewardship.
